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INTRODUCTION 
 

Why you should be thinking about returning to the S ixth Form.  
 

At the end of Year 11 the compulsory period of your 
education comes to an end and you may leave school.  
If you remain in school and enter the Sixth Form it is 
because you  have chosen  to do so.  You may find this 
decision to be a difficult one.  Before you make such an 
important decision it is wise to find out as much as you can about what is 
on offer in the Sixth Form.  We hope that this Sixth Form Prospectus will 
answer most of your questions. 
 

For some of you, returning to the Sixth Form may not be the right option, 
but for a large number of you it is the most useful one.  Any time spent in 
the Sixth form will be viewed with very considerable favour by employers.  
If you spend one year only in the Sixth Form to ‘top-up’ your qualifications, 
you will not only be one year older but considerably more mature.  The 
extra year makes you a far more marketable commodity as far as 
employment opportunities are concerned.  Your chances of securing a 
place on a college/university course will have improved considerably as a 
result of your additional qualifications gained in the Sixth Form. 
 

Is the Sixth Form right for you? 
 

The Sixth Form at Lewis Girls’ is open to all who are qualified by attitude 
and ability for admission to the courses we offer.  It may, however, be 
occasionally necessary to advise pupils who have a record of poor 
attendance, behaviour or a poor attitude to study, that they are unlikely to 
benefit from a Sixth Form course. Students deemed to be unsuitable may 
be refused admission into the Sixth Form. (The criteria for such refusal 
and/or exclusion being: Serious violence, actual or threatened, against a 
pupil or member of staff; sexual abuse or assault; supplying an illegal 
drug/alcohol; carrying an offensive weapon; or any other offence 
considered by the Headteacher to be an exceptionally serious one). 
 

Sixth Form students have much individual freedom and are expected to 
reveal a mature and self-disciplined attitude to their studies and to school 
life. 
 

Generally, those admitted to the Sixth Form will have a good record of 
exam success at Year 11 and will be ready to move on to a more 
advanced study.  For those whose grades have been disappointing there 
is often much to be gained by returning to school for a further year in the 
Sixth Form.  Employers appreciate determination and readiness to work.  
The extra year at school can develop maturity and personal qualities to 
meet employers’ needs. 
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SO WHAT IS THE SIXTH FORM?  

 
The Sixth Form provides far more than mere qualifications; it is, and 
always has been, a very special part of secondary school education.  It 
caters for those pupils who decide to stay in school beyond the statutory 
leaving age. 

 
What does the Sixth Form provide?  
 
Sixth Formers have the opportunity to develop in a protected 
environment. You will become more mature, acquiring such 
characteristics as self-awareness, self-discipline and a sense of 
responsibility.  You have the opportunity – whatever your career ambition 
or intellectual potential – to make important social, personal and 
academic gains.  These will come from your involvement in extra-
curricular activities, societies, sport, from your friendships with your fellow 
students and from more informal relationships with members of staff.  
 
Leadership and Responsibility 
 
You will be given the opportunity to develop characteristics of leadership 
and responsibility.  The Sixth Form provides seniority, privileges and 
duties.  You will set standards of behaviour, work and appearance which 
will be an example to younger pupils.  You will give the lead in organising 
societies and sports teams and in house competitions such as the 
Eisteddfod.   
 
Intellectual Development 
 
In most subjects the style of study is different in Form Six 
– more relaxed, less formal in some ways, yet more 
demanding, less straightforward in others.  All Sixth 
Formers will have to learn how to use the Library, for 
study, for reference, for reading periodicals and 
newspapers, and will have study periods when they are expected to work 
on their own.  In fact, Sixth Formers are expected to do more work than is 
set, and to gain awareness of the wider implications of the subjects 
studied.  In all these ways, students develop intellectually skills and good 
work habits that are essential for success in employment and in further 
education. 
�
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General Education  
 

Many Sixth Formers will have already decided on a career, and will 
pursue their chosen subjects with single-minded determination.  But it is 
the function of the Sixth Form to provide a broader curriculum to develop 
the mind by providing elements of breadth, balance and enrichment to the 
students.  Of course, extra-curricular activities will be an important part of 
this.

AS level follows naturally from GCSE Art and 
Design with a similar amount of coursework: 
(60% for one personal and independently 
produced practical unit) and a Terminal 
Examination: (40%, as one practical unit).  
Students have the choice of studying and 
producing Art and Design from a combination of 
the areas of Fine Art, Graphic Design and 3D 
Design, Computer Graphics and Photography. 
 
A2 level consists of 60% coursework, 40% examination and encourages 
students to focus on in-depth personal interests from any Art or Design 
area.

In both AS and A2 there is a practical assessment linked to the students’ 
work.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
This course focuses on the way businesses operate 
in both the internal and external environment.  It 
looks at how businesses function in the real world 
and the roles different departments play in the 
success or failure of a business.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
A modular AS and A2 course. 
 
The AS course explores Atoms, Bonds and Groups 
and Chains, Energy and resources.  There are also 
practical skills in Chemistry 1. 
 
At A2 the students will extend their knowledge to 
Rings, Polymers and Analysis and Equilibra, 
Energetics and Elements.  There is also Practical 
Skills in Chemistry 2. 
 
In both AS and A2 the practical assessment is 
linked to the student’s work. 
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Subject:  Design & Technology 
(Graphics) 

Examination Board: OCR 
National Certificate Level 3 

Venue: Lewis Girls’ School

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
This course follows on naturally from GCSE Design and Technology but 
with the main focus being on Graphic products and Commercial Software. 
 
The course if designed to give students the intellectual knowledge and 
imaginative skills that they will require when entering either higher 
education courses linked to design or industrial occupational training in 
the work place.  The course is accredited by UCAS with the following 
points: Diploma =120, Merit = 80 and Pass = 40 points.  The vocational 
nature of the course is also a very solid grounding for graphic design work 
such as web, media, packaging and advertising design jobs. 

 
The course has no formal examination as all grades are awarded through 
the presentation of coursework based evidence.  Students are 
encouraged to work on portfolio evidence, developing their own individual 
style through exploratory design and production. 
 
Students will undertake a number of modules two of 
which they will be able to select while four are 
mandatory.  These units will be undertaken through 
the completion of projects set through design briefs 
as in industry.  The projects will allow students to 
combine traditional drawing skills with some of the 
latest graphical design software to create products 
that are of a realistic commercial nature.  As well as graphic design, 
students will also learn manufacturing skills required to make the more 
display type products. 
 
Although previous experience of design technology is of benefit it is not 
essential.  Many of the course skills will be taught as the course 
progresses such as ICT based graphic design, drawing, presentation 
skills and product construction.

This is an exciting course, offering a range of practical 
modules.  In Year 12 students prepare for the BTEC National 
Subsidiary Diploma (equivalent of 1 A level) studying six 
modules ranging from the Principles of Acting and Dance to 
Working with Mask. 
 
In Year 13 there are a further six modules leading to the BTEC National 
Diploma (equivalent to 2 A levels).  The modules include the Performing 
Arts Business, Theatre in Education and Drama Improvisation. 
 
Independent research and a commitment to rehearse are essential for 
this course. 
 
The course is an excellent grounding for pupils interested in pursuing a 
career in the Arts or wishing to study Performing Arts at a higher level.

At A2 students extend their work with two further modules that explore the 
Newtonian World, Oscillation and Thermal Physics, followed by Fields, 
Particles and Frontier Physics (including Nuclear Physics, Medical

Both AS and A2 students are assessed on three practical skills which 
together make up the coursework.

In the Philosophy  module, we will be asking questions such as what (if 
anything) makes human beings different or superior to the rest of creation? 
 
A study is made of the Fathers of Philosophy: Plato and Aristotle.  We will 
debate arguments for and against the existence of God, and discuss 
whether modern science has made belief in God impossible. 
 
In the Ethics  module, we will study a range of ethical topics such as 
abortion, euthanasia and genetic engineering.  Why are these topics 
controversial?  Why do people feel so passionately about them?  What are 
our views? 
 
We will also study a range of ethical theories, which attempt to guide us in 
the ethical minefield of the world today. 
 
A2 – Two units are taken in Year 13  
 

·  Philosophy 
·  Ethics 

 

The Philosophy  module builds on material learnt at AS level.  We will study 
whether it is impossible to have a religious experience.  Can miracles 
happen?  What happens when we die? 
 
In the Ethics  module, we will discuss what it means to say that something or 
someone is good, bad, right or wrong.  We will debate whether we are ever 
truly free, or whether our lives are determined by things beyond our control. 
 
Building on the AS module, we will study ethical issues such as 
environmental ethics, business ethics and sexual ethics. 
 
By studying RS at AS and A2, you will acquire a great range of skills such as 
analysis, interpretation, critical thinking and the ability to produce extended 
evaluative pieces or writing.  These are skills that will prepare students well 
for a range of courses in higher education, and employment in fields such as 
journalism, law and teaching.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
The course offers students an opportunity of 
becoming proficient in all aspects of the Welsh 
language including literature and media. 
 
The course consists of several elements.  The four 
main language skills of speaking, listening, writing 
and reading are covered with emphasis being 
placed on the practical use of Welsh today. 
 
Assessment is through examination and course work which includes 
preparing a project of two to three thousand words.  This aspect 
contributes 20% to the final A level grade.  There will be oral and written 
examinations which will be taken at the end of the first year for an AS 
qualification and at the end of the second year for the A level. 
 
In addition, to the standard entry requirements for A level courses it is 

normal for students to have a minimum of GCSE 
grade in B full course in Welsh.

� The Sixth Form Uniform (Years 12 & 13) 
 
 
Skirt/Trousers 
 
Plain navy blue skirt, fastened with a zip at the side or the back.  
It should be a style, which allows sufficient freedom of 
movement.  A pleated or an ‘A-line’ skirt would be most suitable.  
For reasons of safety very long skirts are not recommended.  
Skirts should be of a modest length, VERY SHORT SKIRTS ARE 
NOT ALLOWED. If pupils choose, they may wear trousers 
instead of a skirt.  Trousers must be plain navy blue in colour and 
made of a similar material to that of the school skirt.  Jeans, 
tracksuit bottoms or trousers made of denim material are not  
acceptable.  
 
Blouse 
 
Plain blue, long sleeved cotton blouse, with a collar suitable for a tie.  
Motifs and buttons on pockets are not acceptable. During the Summer 
Term a white school polo shirt may be worn. 
 
Jumper/Cardigan 
 
Plain navy blue woollen long sleeved ‘V’ neck jumper or plain navy blue, 
bearing the ‘� ’ motif or hooded sweatshirts bearing the ‘� ’ motif.  No other 
motif is to appear on any item of uniform.  Alternatively, a plain navy 
cardigan. 
 
Tie 
 
Navy blue regulation school tie with ‘� ’ motif available from 
Dyfed Menswear in Ystrad Mynach.  
 
Overcoat/Jacket 
 
A warm waterproof coat, preferably with a hood which should be plain 
navy blue or black in colour. 
 
Socks/Tights 
 
Plain navy blue or white socks.  Plain navy blue, white or flesh coloured 
tights are also acceptable.  
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Shoes 
 
Plain black or navy blue.  Shoes should be ‘sensible’ and on 
no account should heels be high or sharply pointed or 
narrow.  Any boot above ankle height is not acceptable.   
 
Hair Accessories 
 
Must be plain navy or white.   
 
Jewellery 
 
Sixth Formers are allowed to wear jewellery but the expectation 
is that they will be ‘sensible’ regarding the type and quantity 
worn.  Earrings should not be below the lobe for reasons of 
Health and Safety.
